Parade staging begins at 6:00 p.m. at Tinseltown Theaters,
320 S. Lincolnway (Rt. 31), North Aurora, IL. The parade kicks off at 7:00 p.m. (Route is north on Rt. 31
to John St., west to Willoway, north to Oak St., west to Randall Rd.) The arrival of the parade at the
Clock Tower Plaza at Oak St. and Randall Rd. kicks off the North Aurora Days Festival  and the
Emergency Vehicle Cruise Night .

The Chicagoland Emergency Vehicle Show will take place on Saturday, August
7, 2010. Show time is from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. in “The Child City”, Mooseheart, IL, at Rt. 31 (Lincolnway)
and Mooseheart Rd. (enter show off Mooseheart Rd. just west of Rt. 31) Mooseheart is located between
North Aurora and Batavia. The event is free to the public, to all civic and government agencies able to
represent their fleet and department, and to all pre-registered private collectors. Private
collectors who wait until the show day to register will be charged a $20 registration fee. Registration and
vehicle staging begins at 8 a.m. Please try to arrive before the show opens to the public at 10
a.m.
